The Activities and Communities President oversee the provision of Societies, Sports and extracurricular activities at Cardiff met. They work to foster student communities, help them grow and ensure students are encouraged to take part. 
Core Responsibilities:
· Oversees and represents the access to and provisions of activities such as societies, sports and extracurricular opportunities. 
· Oversees and represents on matters which encourage students to engage with sports and competitive sports.
· Designs and delivers campaigns to enhance the provision of facilities and the engagement of students in activities.
· Oversees and represents on matters related to transport between and too campus sites. 
· Oversees and represents on matters related to the provision and development of university estates. 
· Oversees and represents on matters related to the provision and development of university commercial services. 
· Oversees and represents on matters related to student safety on and off campus. 
· Oversee and represents the estates interests of students studying at Cyncoed. 
· Provide regular reports to the student membership on work undertaken on their behalf. 

Working Hours, Renumeration and Benefits
· 35 hours per week Monday - Friday. (With the expectations to work some evenings / weekend which will be communicated in advance.)
· £22,900 per annum
· 25 Annual leave days, and in addition you also get: Bank Holidays, Christmas Closure Period, SU Summer Week closure.
· Mentoring and guidance in your professional development from both senior university staff and the SU's CEO.
· Expensed travel across the UK, to attend conferences and development.
What Sort of Work Can You Expect to be Doing?
· You will work with union staff to design and deliver campaigns.
· You will regularly meet with Societies, and Sports clubs to gather feedback on their experiences.
· You will co-lead societies and sports club training sessions, alongside the SU activities team.
· You will attend regular meetings with the university regarding; the provision of facilities and estates, commercial services (such as the Hub / Atrium / K1 etc).
· You will attend training and conferences that develop your skills.
· You will be the lead student representative in the designing and delivery of varsity and the SU Awards.
· You will support disciplinary procedures for students in activities who have breached the code of conduct.
· You will work with the Education and Welfare President in preparing papers for the universities board of governors, and Academic Board.
· You will attend the university Board of Governors, Academic Board, and the SU's Trustees Board.
· You will attend as a platform party member for Graduations
· You will co-chair the SU Forum alongside the Education and Welfare President.
· You will Chair the Activities Forum and any democratic matters related to activities.
You will be supported with all the above by experts both in the SU and at the University.
Nomination and Manifesto
You must nominate yourself through the SU website by the 20th February 2026. Nominations will not be accepted after this date. You must be a currently enrolled student at Cardiff Metropolitan University.
You will be able to submit a manifesto which outlines your promises to students about the work you'll look to undertake. Your manifesto will need to consist of a mininum of 3 points which outline what you'd like to change or start when you are in the role. These points must be related to the areas of responsibility outlined in the role descriptor.
